While we have not seen them come back yet, Hannah has picked up Natalie nearly every Sunday since the 
beginning of September. Please continue to pray for her spiritual growth and for doors to open at CU.

I would also ask you to continue praying for Tracy, whom we met door to door back in August. Hannah maintains regular contact 
with her, but we have not seen her come back yet. She has a lot of questions about God and particularly suffering. So please 
pray for her salvation.

Our weekly lunches at Doug's Diner have facilitated some great relationships thus far. Hannah has had opportunity to share the 
Gospel with a lady named Mesh who is interested in coming to church, and we recently met a waiter named Hector, and we've 
been able to share the Gospel with him. Please pray for the Lord to continue to work in hearts and help our family to be a light 
to this community.

In October we are having our first Global Impact Month where we have church planters and missionaries coming to present 
their ministries throughout the month. We will be receiving our next Faith Promise commitment at the end of October. So 
please pray for the Lord to burden the hearts of our people for world missions. However, we are not just focusing on world 
missions and church planting in other places. We are also focusing on reaching our own community for Christ as we have Local 
Impact Sunday.
