We were told we could not open  the door flaps and we had to talk to the men through the  cracks in the sides of the steel doors. I  though t  of this verse as  I looked through the small window in each door. I thought  what a horrible pit !   W hat a horrible place to be ,   not only in  prison ,   but in confinement. Most of the men in the cells were  asleep, however ,   I approached on e   door and there stood a  man with   a   small   buil d . I could not see him well because the  room was dark.  We had some conversation then   I asked If he  was saved. H is   response  was  “I think so .”    I then asked if he  had a personal relationship with Christ, a day to day walk  with the Lord. He responded ,   “ no .”   Over the next few  minutes through a small crack on the side of a locked steel  door I told him of how Christ wanted a personal relationship  with him. I asked would he like to have a relationship with  Christ. He responds  “ yes! ”   In a dark pit a man listens to a  preacher tell him of Christ through a crack in the door. That  man soon bowed his head and Christ picked him up out of the  pit of his sin, place his feet on the rock, and established his  goings. Salvation had come to the da rkest place in that  prison. Praise the Lord for his marvelous salvation!!     Ministry and Prison   It is hard to believe that the month of June has come and  gone. For me it has been another great month of ministry.  This month I was able to be in  five   different prisons  between   NC and SC. At the beginning of the month, I coordinated a  3 - day   prison revival at a private prison in SC. During this  meeting we had  ten   different services with  one   saved. At  another prison in SC our ministry held a Friday morning  service with  fifty   men in attendance. Out of the  fifty   men that  attend the service  thirty   were youth offender s   ( between the  ages of 18 and 21 ) . It is always sobering to see such young  men incarcerated. I pray in the future God will continue to   open this door to minister to these young men.       At another prison in SC, I help ed   another ROA Coordinator.     We were able to visit the dorms for 2 days , and   I was able to  pass out many ROA books and tracts and talk to a lot of  inmates about salvation. On   the second day of this  meeting,   I  was able to lead a young man to the Lord who was in lock - up.  He  knew  about Jesus but said he did not have a relationship  with the Lord. Praise the Lord he started that relationship  that day!! On   Friday of that same  week,   I once again was able  to teach my Bi - monthly Bible study at a prison in SC. I had  twenty   men in attendance.  God is blessing this class as it is  growing both in number and I believe spiritually.  To close out  the month I help ed   at a prison in NC. On   the first night of  services,   we had one man trust Christ before the services  started. Praise the Lord !   I was able to teach a n   afternoon  Bible study at this prison. The men listen ed   intently as the  Word of God was taught. Please continue to pray for the  prisoners ,   inmates, and   my family as we serve the Lord. I will  be flying to Alaska on July 6 th   to help with prison revivals in  that state. Please pray for this meeting. Thank you for your  prayers and support.
