ALBANIA TENT MINISTRY 

     God has put seven cities, plus one, deep in my heart for church planting efforts. “Seven cities, plus one” you ask? Yes! While 

preparing for a Sunday morning message in the spring of this year, I found myself in front of the large map of Albania on the 

wall of my office. The Holy Ghost put seven cities in my heart, speckled across the whole of Albania, to be reached with the 

Gospel of Christ. Most of these untouched by sound Bible preaching and none of which have a Bible Believing Baptist Church. 

     I, of course, called my pastor for advice and prayer. I also called my good friend Bro. Josh Williams who has been making 

regular mission trips into Albania for several years now. I asked if he would be willing to make a survey trip with me into these 

seven cities for prayer. He said he would if we added one more city to the list, Pogradeci. With the Holy Ghost’s approval we  

added the city. In August, we made the trip. He brought four men from his church, and I brought two Albanians, one from our 

church in Saranda, the other from the church in Metoqi, and we surveyed each city. The cities are: Pogradeci, Elbasani, 

Gjirokastra, Fieri, Durrësi, Lezha, Peshkopia and Kukësi. 

     After returning, and seeking the Lord’s will on the next step, God led us to put the Albania Tent Ministry into action. Earlier 

this year, our home church Amazing Grace BC in Wedowee, AL, helped us purchase a tent, chairs, stage, sound system, lighting, 

wooden altars, generator, etc, for this purpose. 

     What is our Vision??? We are prayerfully planning in June 2024, to set up the tent in Pogradeci for 30 days. In the mornings, 

prayer meeting; in the afternoons, discipleship; in the evenings, preaching. Our prayer is, if the Lord wills, a church will be 

planted through these efforts. With God’s help, we will continue in June of every year to hold the 30 day meeting, but move 

to the next city, Elbasan, in 2025. 

     Please, if you will, be much in prayer about these matters. I will begin to make monthly trips to Pogradeci to prepare for the 

meeting. Please Note: This doesn’t cancel any of our current ministries. Bible Translation continues, as well as work in the three 

current churches. Thank You for Praying! God Bless!
