MissionaryConnect Roles & Permissions

1. Owner
The Owner is the top level. This is usually the pastor or the person who set up the church account.
What they can do:
· Manage everything in the entire church account
· Add, edit, and remove members
· Add, edit, and remove missionaries
· Approve missionary posts, images, videos, and prayer letters
· Publish or unpublish anything
· Control church details, updates, albums, videos, invitations, analytics, and kiosk mode
· Activate or deactivate the touchscreen kiosk
· Accept or deny join requests
· Basically: If it exists, they can control it

2. Admin
Admins are just one step below the Owner. They can do almost everything the Owner can do, except they do not own the church account itself.
What they can do:
Everything the Owner can do, including:
· Manage members
· Manage missionaries
· Manage posts, images, videos, albums, and prayer letters
· Publish or unpublish content
· Update church details and posts
· Use analytics
· Manage kiosk mode
· Accept or deny join requests
What they can’t do:
· They do not “own” the account, meaning they cannot transfer ownership

3. Staff
Staff users help run the church’s content but have a few small limits.
What they can do:
· Add, read, update, and delete members
· Add and manage missionaries and their content
· Read and update church details (but not create or delete church details)
· Publish and unpublish church posts
· Manage albums, images, videos, timeline, and kiosk mode
· Accept or deny join requests
What they can’t do:
· Delete church details
· Create new church details
· Transfer ownership
· Delete the entire church account

4. Missionary
Missionaries have a “read-only plus” type of access.
What they can do:
· See church members
· See missionary profiles (including their own if linked)
· See images, posts, and prayer letters
· Read church details and church posts
· Read church updates
What they cannot do:
· Create or change missionary records
· Upload posts, images, or videos
· Edit church details
· Manage members
They basically have the ability to view everything a church wants them to see, but not change anything.

5. Member
Church Members have simple viewing rights.
What they can do:
· View members
· View missionaries
· View missionary photos, posts, and prayer letters
· View church details
· View church posts
What they cannot do:
· Add or edit missionaries
· Add or edit members
· Publish anything
· Change church details
This role is for everyday church members using the app.

6. Guest
Guests are people who are not logged in or have not joined the church.
What they can do (only if the church profile is public):
· View church details
What they cannot do:
· View members
· View missionaries
· View posts, images, or prayer letters
· Change anything
This is the most limited role, meant for outsiders or visitors.
